At the same time, it is
necessary to change the way of thinking and doing, change the way to approach readers,
enhance service activities so that libraries can become particularly important venues that can
compete with other types of information supply. To that end, the NLV should create a
knowledge-based and learning environment to make the activity of reading in libraries become a
habit, a regular and indispensable daily demand of the readers.

Regarding the NLV’s recommendations, the Minister agreed to assign relevant departments
to work together to find out solutions.

Receiving the Minister’s opinions, Mrs. Kil u Thuy Nga expressed her sincere thanks to the
Minister and affirmed her determination together with the NLV’s leaders and staff to continue
promoting tradition, gradually changing the mode of operation in order to improve quality of the
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reader services, building the NLV become a venue for knowledge sharing and exchange.
